GOD’S MESSAGE 

We are so thankful that God has a plan for our church.  
We love God, and we love each other.  We have faced a great loss 
together, and God has helped us to love and comfort one another.  
Temple Cantrell suggested we read Joshua 1:1-9, and it is       
believed there is a special message for each of us in this scripture. 

After the death of Moses the servant of the Lord, the Lord 
said to Joshua, son of Nun, Moses’ aide: Moses my servant is 
dead.  Now then, you and all these people, get ready to cross the 
Jordan River into the land I am about to give to them – to the Israel-
ites.  I will give you every place where you set your foot, as I     
promised Moses.  Your territory will extend from the desert to    
Lebanon, and from the great river, the Euphrates – all the Hittite 
country – to the Great Sea on the west.  No one will be able to 
stand up against you all the days of your life.  As I was with Moses, 

so I will be with you; I will never leave you nor forsake you.  

Be strong and courageous, because you will lead these 
people to inherit the land I swore to their forefathers to give them.  
Be strong and very courageous.  Be careful to obey all the law my 
servant Moses gave you; do not turn from it to the right or to the 
left, that you may be successful wherever you go.  Do not let this 
Book of the Law depart from your mouth; meditate on it day and 
night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it.  
Then you will be prosperous and successful.  Have I not command-
ed you?  Be strong and courageous.  Do not be terrified; do not be 
discouraged, for the Lord your God will be with you wherever you 

go. 

God’s servant – our pastor – is no longer with us.  But God 
tells us to be strong and courageous.  We are to follow God’s com-
mands in the Bible.  We are praying for God to reveal to us what 
His plan is for our church.  God told Joshua what His plan was.  He 
has not revealed His plan to us yet, but we know that we must fol-
low what He teaches and step out to carry out that plan as He re-
veals to us what needs to be done.  We have been engaged in 100 
Days of Prayer through the Prayer Triplets.  We are getting reports 
back now to show what each Triplet has said.  Continue to be in 
prayer that God will show us what He wants us to do – AND BE 
READY TO DO WHATEVER YOU NEED TO DO TO HELP
